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Reproductive health services for young migrants: Policy status quo and needs
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[Abstract JObjective: To understand the reproductive health needs of young migrants and services available to
them and to understand related policies and explore an appropriate policy system and service model for migrant
youth. Methods: This is qualitative research that includes a document and policy review and fieldwork. Qualitative
information was collected by focus group discussion individual interview and observation at study sites. Results:
There is no favorable policy for providing reproductive health services to adolescents. Relevant services are lagging
given the existing reproductive health education to adolescents. There is also a big gap between available services and
the needs of young migrants. Recommendation: A supportive policy system is the key to ensuring sexual and repro—
ductive health for all adolescents and ensuring an effective service-provision approach. Relevant government depart—
ments should improve management and service capacity for adolescents explore and be innovative when searching for

appropriate approaches and review and introduce successful experiments.
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
